Clean and degrease the whole surface to be painted with Mipa Silikonentferner before
every operation.

De-rust defective spots to bare metal and dry sand with sanding paper P 80 / 150.
In case of filling work on non-ferrous metals (e.g. aluminium, zinced surfaces) it is
possible to apply a priming coat with Mipa EP-Primer-Surfacer to ensure an optimal

adhesion before applying the body filler.

In order to improve the corrosion protection, e.g. when restoring vintage cars, prime
with Mipa EP-Primer-Surfacer (see technical data sheet of Mipa EP-Primer-Surfacer).
