Do not use more than 3 % of

Härter P white! Under- or overdosage of hardener may cause spotting in the finishing

paint layer.

Clean and degrease the whole surface to be painted with Mipa Silikonentferner before

every operation. 

De-rust defective spots to bare metal and dry sand with sanding paper P 80 / 150. 

When filling non-ferrous metal surfaces (e.g. aluminium, galvanised surfaces), Mipa

EP-Primer-Surfacer can be applied before the actual filling to ensure optimal adhesion.

In order to improve the corrosion protection, e. g. when restoring vintage cars, prime

with Mipa EP-Primer-Surfacer (see technical data sheet of Mipa EP-Primer-Surfacer).

After drying, use sanding paper P 150 / 240 for dry sanding. Sand the entire surface

with dry sand paper P 240 / 360 to a matt finish before applying filler.

Body filler can only be dry sanded.

Do not overcoat without having isolated the surface with Mipa 1K or 2K filler. 
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
